We expect to schedule the

service sometime in spring. The incidences

of roof leakage are increasing in number and

cost. Accordingly, the BOD is engaging the

services of a roof company to give us a

preventative service recommendation(s) and

bid. The intent is to try to get ahead of the

repetitive problems we are noticing such as

leaks originating from the troughs between

the garage rooftop and the side of the 2nd

story wall. We also observed that it is

probably time to reseal the areas around the

vents and windows.

LRPC: The Long Range Planning Committee

will meet on 12 Jan to initiate our annual

reassessment of future projects. Owners

who might like participate in the review

process are always invited to attend. In fact,

this is the best forum to present new ideas

and pet projects.

Clubhouse: All furniture has been

professionally cleaned. Both bathrooms will

be given a complete overhaul, by being

repainted, retiled, and weôllreplace the soap

dispensers and toilets. Anticipating a plan to

spruce up the interior of the clubhouse.

Solar Panels: Believe it or not, we are

conducting a cost benefit analysis of

possibility installing solar panels above the

clubhouse to help defray club operational

cost and possibly pool heating costs. If we

can achieve a reasonable beak even point we

just might take this green initiative of Hy

Bershad.
