Budget. We 6 \been working on our budget
for 2012 all summer long. Y o u lielpleased to
learn that we fully expect our dues to not
increase. In fact y o u detohnize a small
decrease in you quarterly dues beginning
January 2012. As anticipated, all the national
disasters over the past year are now reflected
in higher insurance costs. Nevertheless, we
were able to negotiate for only an 8.8%
increase by reviewing proposals early in the
summer, before the rush. Average Florida
condo association rate increases rage from 10
to 25%. We also expect a small decrease in
the Master Association dues. After we receive
the confirmed Master Association dues
amount, w e &gét Ithe approved budget out to
everybody. The BOD will be conducting our
annual budget adoption meeting on November
10 at 4 PM at our Clubhouse. You are
cordially invited to attend if you would like to
participate or observe.

Reserves: Can you believe that our Capital
Replacement Reserves will reach $627,000 by
years end? Andt h adftér paying off $79,000
of our paver debt. We 6 been reinvesting the
principal and interest using a laddered CD
investment strategy. T h a tséngething to
remember whenever someone asks you about
the financial viability of Clubside.

Quadrangle Improvements: That little
square patch of ugly land where our A C Gage
located. We removed the three palm tree
stumps in all 31 quadrangles and saved
$3,800 in the process by DIY work. DMG
negotiated a much lower bid for pine straw to
be spread in the quadrangles and all the back
yvaadigar dbens

Long Range Planning Committee: Winter
is the usual time for us to conduct a review
and update to our Long Range Planning List
of candidates. Lisle Anderson, Committee
Chair will be announcing the date in case you
might like to attend or to offer your own ideas
for consideration or simply observe how the
process works for all of us.
